CALL MEETING TO ORDER

Committee Chair SJ Julius called the February 17, 2026, meeting of the Parks, Trails, and
Recreation Committee to order at 6:30 p.m.

1. APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Discussion about an alternate meeting date in March, due to spring break, was added to the agenda.

MOTION: Committee Member Olson moved and Committee Member Deitz seconded a
motion to move the March 17 meeting to Tuesday March 24, 2026. The motion carried
unanimously among members present.

MOTION: Committee Member Olson moved and Committee Member Deitz seconded a
motion to approve the agenda, as amended. The motion carried unanimously among
members present.

2. APPROVAL OF MINUTES

A. January 20, 2026 PTRC Minutes

MOTION: Committee Member Olson moved and Committee Member Deitz seconded a
motion to approve the meeting minutes, as written. The motion carried unanimously among
members present.

3. REPORT

A. Council Liaison Update
Council Liaison Rousseau said City Council held a special council work session on January 31
where we talked about immigration enforcement. There is a resources page on the City website.

She encouraged Committee Members to share the information with anyone who may be in need.
She said Ralph Reeder is a key player for food resources.

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B. Parks and Recreation Report

Parks and Recreation Supervisor Skalicky provided the draft of the spring/summer activity
guide. She has been working with Staff to update the pricing.

Parks and Recreation Supervisor Skalicky said the City of Mounds View and the City of Arden
Hills is going to hire one coordinator for the Rec on the Go program. Last year there were three
coordinators. This year we have implemented more efficient processes and will only have the one
coordinator for both cities.

Parks and Recreation Supervisor Skalicky shared the flyers that were created for the 75
Anniversary. She said the car show is free and anyone can enter any car. She said the center of the
activity guide will have the flyer, and an advertisement for the car show and the penny carnival on
the other side.

C. Trails and Parks Projects Update
Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky provided the memo from Assistant Public Works
Director Miller. Generally, the items in bold are new. However, there is nothing new since the last

update.

Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky said she attended the Roseville meeting regarding the
Hamline Trail. It is a project that is happening this summer.

4. NEW BUSINESS

A. Park System Plan Draft

Anna Springer with Bolton and Menk has been working with Staff and the Steering Committee
on this project. The goal is to present the plan today and open the discussion for questions and
comments. The final plan will be brought back to the next PTRC meeting where committee
members will be asked to recommend forwarding to Council for their consideration and approval.

Ms. Springer said the plan is organized into three chapters and has a full appendix. The first
chapter outlines existing conditions. The second chapter is the needs analysis. This lays out what
they heard from the community during the public engagement events, about what they want to see
in the parks. The third chapter is the action plan. It has a section for each park that breaks down
what is in the park and replacement timelines. There is also a section for trail connectivity
improvements and the 10-year CIP with some ongoing initiatives. The appendix contains meeting
summaries and the raw data collected from the online survey.

Ms. Springer said the introduction chapter lays out the project schedule and reviews the meetings
that were held with the Steering Committee and during the public engagement events. The table
in the existing conditions chapter is helpful by laying out each park and all of the facilities offered
at each. It’s a good snapshot of everything in the system. Part of their analysis was to look at
distribution of different elements. There is a map that shows sports courts and playgrounds.

Ms. Springer said one key part of the needs analysis is the National Recreation and Parks
Association (NRPA) agency benchmarks. The NRPA pulls data from across the country and
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breaks it down into categories, by all agencies (city parks departments) and also by agencies that
have populations of communities that have less than 20,000. They made key takeaways and notes
for those benchmarks. They also look at the outdoor facility service standards to determine if a
community has what they need. There is a gap analysis for parks. They determined that all residents
have an Arden Hills park within a 10-15 minute walk. That is outstanding park access for the
community. They summarized the engagement touchpoints that they heard at each of the public
engagement events. They confirmed that trails are important. A lot of residents want to see a nature
playground and water features.

Ms. Springer said the action plan outlines the assets in each park, what condition they are in, a
replacement timeline and potential replacement cost. These costs are estimated and may not
include engineering or a wide range of finishes. That can affect the final cost.

Ms. Springer said the trails and connectivity improvements are in one table that highlights specific
projects and feedback from the community.

Ms. Springer said they refined all of the improvements with Staff, trying to spread out the
recommend improvement dollars. She said there is a list of ongoing initiatives that they heard from
the community that aren’t related specifically to park upkeep and maintenance. Some examples
are a splash pad and single track mountain bike trails. Those initiatives are not included with hard
recommendations. They may be included in future park developments, potentially with park
dedication funds. It puts these initiatives on the radar for Staff to look for opportunities to consider
in the near future.

Ms. Springer said it wraps up with funding strategies, including grants and funding mechanisms.

Council Liaison Rousseau asked how PTRC members can affect the final document, if they
identify a gap or opportunity at a specific park.

Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky said the next step, after approving the Park System
Plan, will be to prioritize specific parks to have their own mini park plan to make decisions on the
enhancements or features that would work well there. They will start with Royal Hills Park. It will
include the larger vision of what this individual park will be, based on community needs.

Ms. Springer said there is a section that outlines the parks that they think should be addressed
first. This plan is a snapshot in time, right now but is designed to be a living document that is
updated, as needed.

Chair Julius said it sounds like the current plan is a comment on existing assets. How do the
conversations had about what the community wants, show up in this document? We don’t want to
be starting the conversation all over.

Ms. Springer said the priority was to maintain what exists and then use the planning process for
individual parks to decide what should go where.

Chair Julius asked if the mapping of proximity to parks included any demographic information.

Ms. Springer said that was not part of this process. You can get census level data, that just wasn’t
part of this scope.
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Committee Member Hilding asked who will be responsible for implementing the plan once it’s
finalized.

Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky said this will be extremely helpful for parks and
recreation and specifically helpful for Staff in planning the CIP for the next 10-years. Public
Works, and Parks and Recreation under that, will own this document and make sure the upkeep,
maintenance and future planning all align. The Park System Plan has recognized a lot of things
that will need to be replaced in the next few years. Even if they are a few years out, we earmark
money for those improvements knowing we don’t have a specific plan right now. Parks and
Recreation will own document moving forward.

Chair Julius added it will be a part of the PTRC Work Plan. Reviewing the future year Park CIP
is one of the core elements in our work plan.

Discussion ensued that one of the park photos is taken from Arden Hills by shows Roseville’s land
and that the cover photo will be changed for the final version.

B. 2026 Public Works Maintenance Plan

Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky said Public Works Superintendent Frid created this
maintenance plan and is seeking feedback from Staff. She has provided the parks portion for
today’s discussion. This is the first draft. She doesn’t anticipate there will be very many big
changes to this. The purpose of presenting it to PTRC is to look at the plan, using their specialized
knowledge and identify projects that should be done or possibly noticing projects that shouldn’t
be done. For example, including an invasive species of trees to be planted.

Committee Member Olson would like to see a trash/recycling receptacle at Lindy’s Park.

Chair Julius said the document outlines that Floral Park’s softball field isn’t going to be striped.
The Parks Plan talks about decommissioning it. She was curious if that is happening.

Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky said that line needs to be crossed out. She noted
drainage in the Floral Park baseball field area need to be dealt with, whether there’s a field there,
or not. That area hasn’t been used as a ball field in a long time because of the drainage issues. She
told committee members to take it home and digest the information then email her any comments.
The plan won’t be finalized for another week or so.

S. UNFINISHED BUSINESS

A. 2026 PTRC Work Plan Discussion

Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky thought the group can discuss which subcommittees
should continue to be on the list, if any should be removed and if any should be added.

Chair Julius said in looking at the draft annual work plan, the core elements will happen. Any
projects added are optional. If we sign up for a project, it will be included under the committees.
A project should not exist unless there is a committee member that will hold it down. We want to
have actionable language outlining the steps we will take.
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Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky suggested the language for the trails group is “The
trails group partners with the City and local municipal partners on Arden Hills trail planning. The
trails group focuses on long term trail visioning and future trail improvements, providing input
well before projects enter planning or design. This work is intended to inform projects expected to
begin planning three or more years in advance. It does not apply to active or approved projects.”
She thinks the trail group should be meeting about projects years in advance so their voice can be
heard. By that process, people may understand the intricate timing of these projects and learn why
you can’t just make a change to the approved plan, even if it looks like no big deal on the surface.

Chair Julius asked how PTRC can be proactive so intentional discussion happens in advance and
not as a reaction.

Council Liaison Rousseau said Council has had some communication around this. There are
differing thoughts. She would love to bond for all of the trails but she knows that would harm a lot
of people in our community. They are trying to find a balance. Prioritizing Lake Johanna and Old
Highway 10 is the focus right now. There may be something in the queue like with the Snelling
project where there’s an opportunity to get a financial advantage by partnering with MnDOT or
the County. She said maybe the trails group can touch base with Council at a work session.

Chair Julius said she thinks a touch-base with Council would make this more tangible.

Council Liaison Rousseau said it would be good for PTRC to hear what the other four
Councilmembers’ perspectives are. They may feel different about bonding.

Committee Member Johnson appreciates the language for the work plan. That allows the group
to have an idea of how they can be productive. We don’t want to propose things that just aren’t
possible. We want to focus on, and have input on, what is possible. She said it will be good to have
someone looking for opportunities to work with the county or another city on a common project.
There are so many entities involved that things get missed. It will be good to provide input on trails
and connections before the planning stage. That allows us to point out opportunities that the
designers, who have one certain goal in mind, might have missed because that’s not the main focus
of their project.

Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky thinks it’s a good idea to present at a work session. It
makes it more solid. In addition to that, she still suggests the group meet a few times a year to
make sure the PTRC voices are heard.

Committee Member Johnson said it’s about education and connecting dots so everyone is on the
same page.

Council Liaison Rousseau said PTRC members can come to a work session with Parks and
Recreation Manager Skalicky and share the different plans they have. Then the trails group could
talk for a few minutes about what they are working on.

Committee Member Johnson asked if language outlining that process should be included as a
part of the PTRC Work Plan.

Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky confirmed she would add that into the plan. She said
Chair Julius suggested another goal for this year could be a “Love Your Parks” Day.
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Chair Julius said she sent a draft of potential language. She thinks the specificity of the language
in the work plan will be important. She was hoping to discuss that and approve the goal be added
to the work plan. This would be an event to clean up and beautify the parks.

Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky said the draft language reads “Coordinate a single day
in the beginning of the summer for a City-wide volunteer-led park clean up day at all Arden Hills
park locations. We would invite community members to show up to help clean up trash, remove
weeds/buckthorn and any other activities that can help make our parks better as we prepare for the
busy summer months.” She thinks it makes sense to say we for sure want to have one event and
leave it open to having another one later in the year.

Committee Member Hilding remembers discussion about Earth Day but couldn’t remember if
we should tie into or avoid Earth Day.

Chair Julius recalls the discussion being that Earth Day happens so early in the year. The parks
may still be covered in ice and snow or they could be really muddy. Is it better to do it at the
beginning of the summer or towards the end after the parks are used? She envisions hyper localized
networks. The park that residents care the most about are probably the one they live closest to.

Committee Member Deitz said we wouldn’t want a lot of foot traffic in the park until the grass
is dry.

Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky said we don’t have to have a specific date on the work
plan. She will add the language to the plan.

Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky said the subcommittee for volunteer coordination with
the Lions Club and Rotary is led by Committee Member Johnson. The draft language is “Partner
and prioritize building relationships with Lions Club and Rotary by offering more visibility into
our priorities as Arden Hills PTRC and request additional information on their priorities.” She said
Committee Member Johnson is already doing that and asked if she had any updates.

Committee Member Johnson said she attended both groups’ meetings earlier today. Both entities
are clubs that do volunteer projects for the community and help raise awareness on projects that
could help our communities. Each of the groups requested a liaison to represent the city to identify
what we do here and what our needs are. Then the PTRC can pair that with their goals, giving
them some exposure. They dedicate a lot of time in Arden Hills and this partnership would
highlight those efforts and help Arden Hills residents be aware of all that hard work.

Chair Julius said part of this should include expressing appreciation to both groups. It could be
as simple as a thank you card signed by PTRC members.

Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky asked if there were any other items that members
wanted added to the annual work plan. Hearing none she said she will take the discussion from
this meeting and incorporate it into the final work plan. She will present the final PTRC Annual
Work Plan at the March meeting for adoption. She said the calendar in the draft needs to be
rearranged a little.

Chair Julius said the calendar will help us know what we need to look at in upcoming months.
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Committee Member Loosbrock noted that the Flashlight Pumpkin Hunt is on the calendar and
she thought the spring Egg Hunt should be added.

B. PTRC Charter Discussion

Chair Julius said the current PTRC Charter allows up to 12 members and 2 youth members. We
know surrounding cities don’t have such a large number for similar committees.

Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky said she can’t find a document establishing the PTRC.
The oldest minutes she found were from 1968. Council Liaison Rousseau provided a document
that looked like a charter from 2013 but it turned out that it was part of the work plan.

Council Liaison Rousseau said the living document for PTRC will be the annual work plan and
the code of conduct.

Discussion ensued about if the Code of Conduct was something that was revisited annually.
Committee members sign it when they are appointed to the PTRC. However further discussion
ensued that there may need to be some revisions.

Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky said the work plan is meant to be just for this year. She
thought the mission/vision document may be a separate item.

Council Liaison Rousseau said the EDC has a charter that is outside of the City Ordinance. They
went through the process when the group was reestablished a couple of years ago. They talked
through what they would focus on and what that looks like.

Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky said there may be opportunity to discuss that further
at a later date. Today’s discussion is about the size of our group.

Council Liaison Rousseau said we have fewer working groups this year.

Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky said the work groups still exist but if there is no
activity, they will be left off of the agenda. She would like to know everyone’s thoughts on the
number of PTRC members needed.

Discussion ensued on the calendar. It is still a draft and subject to change before the final version
at the March meeting. Further discussion ensued that the process could be started earlier in future
years so the calendar can be finalized by January.

Chair Julius said during the last discussion regarding membership everyone agreed it is optimal
to have an odd number since quorum is 50%. We increase our burden to reach a quorum with an
even number of members. There isn’t any benefit in being too small and we want to be inclusive
to anyone who has a passion for this work.

Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky said we could lower the youth slots to just one, then
the non-youth members would make it an odd number.

Committee Member Deitz said we currently have 7 members and 1 youth member serving on the
committee. Two committee members terms will end this year. He said this is pretty consistent to
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what he has seen during his time here. He thinks 7 is a good amount. That falls better in line with
the other cities. Additionally, with a really big group, everyone’s voice isn’t always heard, just
because we don’t have time.

Committee Member Johnson thinks 7 is a good number.
Chair Julius thinks 7 regular members and 2 youth members or 8 members and 1 youth.
Committee Member Deitz likes having slots for 2 youth.

Chair Julius said she is hearing consensus that 7 members and 2 youth members will keep us at
an odd number. She asked if anyone had any other thoughts.

Committee Member Hilding said if we find someone who is really passionate and wants to join
is that an option? Is this a formal change?

Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky said she is proposing that we formally change the
number. That would involve bringing it to Council and change the ordinance.

Council Liaison Rousseau said her understanding is that we have one youth committee position
and we can bring in one other member that would meet the criteria, as a youth member but they
aren’t in the youth committee position. They would be a regular member with the recognition that
member may not fulfill an entire term, if going to college.

Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky confirmed. The youth committee member has a wider
parameter than a regular member. A youth committee member doesn’t have to reside in Arden
Hills. They have to attend school in the Arden Hills School District.

Chair Julius said we should make it clear. We should identify what the youth member is and
everybody else is a committee member.

Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky said if there were no members of the PTRC and six
Mounds View high school students who also live in Arden Hills wanted to join, they can. There is
no limit. Youth committee members are only appointed for one year and can live in a different city
as long as they attend Mounds View or Irondale high schools.

Committee Member Hilding said in January we said we can go up to 12 but we can just operate
lower. If we are going to do a comprehensive rewrite we should simplify it. He thinks there should
be a cap of two high school students, regardless of where they live.

Discussion ensued that technically there could be all youth members. Someone would not be told
no just because they are 16 years old. Further discussion ensued that it can state that at no time can
there be more than two members that meet the criteria of a youth committee member.

Council Liaison Rousseau said she advocated for additional youth seats on a couple of our
committees and it is the opinion of at least one other council member that there should not be 3 or
4 on any committee.
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Committee Member Hilding felt the last discussion was informal and we were saying maybe we
should just have fewer people. Now we’re amending an ordinance.

Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky said she is obligated to interview each qualified person
who applies. If she chooses not to appoint someone she has to answer why. She isn’t comfortable
saying that even though we can have 12, as a group we decided we’re okay at 7.

Chair Julius said even with the current size it can be challenging to get through the agenda. The
goal is PTRC members are engaged residents who are passionate and want to exchange dialogue.
She thinks the smaller size makes sense. Right now we are sitting at 7 with two youth spots. That
means, currently, we have space for one more youth member. She asked if everyone is comfortable
with that.

MOTION: Committee Member Johnson moved and Committee Member Deitz seconded a
motion to recommend Council change the ordinance to amend the member size from 12
members and 2 youth members down to 7 members and 2 youth members. The motion
carried unanimously among members present.

6. REPORTS FROM COMMITTEES

Committee Member Johnson wanted to talk about connectivity in the Park Improvement Plan.
One section states that Grey Fox plus Red Fox Trails, then a trail connection from Highway 96 to
Rice Creek North Trail. That doesn’t make sense to her.

Staff will get clarification.

Committee Member Ahmed said she had requested a map of just trails from the Bolten and Menk
consultant she hasn’t received it. There is a map that shows existing trails plus future trails. Having
one that shows only what exists would be helpful to her subcommittee.

Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky said they are working on that map.

Trail and Parks Projects Update

Previously Discussed Items:
e Hamline Avenue Trail connection with Roseville — Lake Josephine

O

Arden Hills staff is coordinating trail improvements with the City of Roseville for
a trail connection along the west side of Lake Josephine with anticipated
construction in 2026.
= An open house event took place on May 1, 2025 & February 10, 2026, at
Autumn Grove Park hosted by the City of Roseville. It was well attended
and provided great feedback from the community.

e County Rd D Trail connection

The City of Roseville is coordinating with Ramsey County to construct a new trail
segment along the south side of County Rd D from Cleveland Ave to Lake
Johanna Blvd with anticipated construction in 2027.

e County Rd E Trail connection

City staff is coordinating with Ramsey County to construct a new trail segment
along the south side of County Rd E from the Elmer Anderson Trail to Lake
Johanna. This project is postponed and no longer going to be completed in 2026
per Ramsey County. It is being proposed to be combined with the LJB Trail in
2028.

e Proposed Lake Johanna Blvd Trail

Lake Johanna Blvd Trail Preliminary Design Report was completed by Ramsey
County in October 2022.
City Council adopted resolution 2023-023 which is the local match commitment
of $2 million for the project (Total project cost estimated $9.5 million).
Ramsey County presented in November 2023 about the project corridor with City
Council.
Ramsey County applied for the Met Council Regional Solicitation “Multiuse
Trails and Bicycle Facilities” grant for $5,500,000 in 2023/2024. The project did
not score well in its category but funding is still being pursued.
Within Ramsey County’s Transportation Improvement Plan they have scheduled
the following timeline:

= Ramsey County presented information to Council in September 2025

which stated they are budgeting for the project to be completed in three
Page 1 of 3
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different sections of the trail along Lake Johanna Blvd. over three separate
years.
= RFP for Planning/Design contract: 2026
* Planning/Design Phase: staggered 2026, 2027 and 2028
= Construction: 2029 for the west segment, 2030 for the east segment and
2031 for the middle segment.
e MN-51 Trail Improvements
o City staff is coordinating with MnDOT to construct a new trail segment along the
west side MN-51 (Snelling Ave.) from Lydia Ave in Roseville to connect to the
existing trail on Old Snelling Ave with anticipated construction in 2026.
o There was an in-person open house that hopefully most of PTRC Members
attended: Thu, Oct. 23, 2025 at Centennial United Methodist Church

e Old Highway 10 Trail, City staff is working with a consultant to pursue grants and state
bonding funds. Estimated project cost is now projected to be $4.5 million.

o Met Council Regional Solicitation — SRTS: $1,000,000 (City was awarded this
grant)

o MnDOT - SRTS: $1,000,000 (City was awarded this grant)

o State GO Bond funds: $1,650,000 (pursuing but stuck at the state level)

o Ramsey County contribution: $1,227,500

o Remainder to be paid through Municipal State Aid and PIR Funds

Council has directed Staff to have the Consultant finish the design documents over

this summer and then bidding the project next winter for construction in 2027 (pushed

back from 2026 to 2027 due to potential cost share policies being updated for trail

project that would benefit the City).

e Council has negotiated with a private developer as part of the PUD for the site for a trail
to be added along the west side of Snelling Ave from Highway 96 all the way down to
Royal Hills Park. This work is likely to take place in 2026 if everything falls into place.
This trail will be owned and maintained by the City once completed. Currently, the
Developer is going through the Permitting Phase, and after that is completed, the City
will start the Design phase for the trail with a consulting firm.

e Staff will be working with a consultant to implement Hardcourt Improvements within
Hazelnut Park.

e Hazelnut Parking Lot Status Update: Cost-share and maintenance responsibility
negotiations continue with the Church representatives. The City has the parking lot
resurfacing project budgeted for construction in 2026. Actual timing is dependent on
Agreement renewal.
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New/Updated Items:
The 2027 Parks Project (Ingerson, Perry and Sampson):

This may include a potential trail connection at the cul-de-sac of Fernwood Ct to
the bottom of hill at Ingerson Park, if budget allows

Preliminary site conditions have been assessed and brought to PTRC at the last
monthly meeting in November.

The items were compiled by Staff in preparation for the March Work Session.
These items were presented to Council at the Work Session on 3/9/26.
Council agreed with the budgeted scope and Staff is moving forward with
selecting a designer and performing an RFP for a playground vendor.

Arden Manor Park Hardcourt Construction — City staff has applied for the DNR Outdoor
Recreation Grant Program to pursue funding for this project. The project was not
awarded any funding. Council direction is to continue to pursue grant funding to fund the
project. Staff reached out to CDBG representatives requesting the status of the program
for 2025 which they responded that the CDBG Solicitation is postponed until a federal
budget is passed._Still no news regarding this County program.

Council has directed staff to include this work as an Alternate in the bid with the
2026 PMP. The bid results will be reviewed once received and likely constructed
with that project.

Bids were received for this work in AMP for the Hardcourt and will likely be
awarded to the apparent low bidder at the April 13" Council Meeting.

The 2025 Parks Project (Arden Oaks Park & Freeway Park), are substantially completed

except:

Final restoration at both parks in green space will need final approval in the spring
2026 for warranty work and seed establishment.

The City has requested the contractor add some extra draintile to the scope at
Freeway Park in some low spots to promote drainage. This work has been
completed and will be assessed in the spring of 2026.

Council has directed staff to include the ADA access trail for Arden Oaks Park as
an Alternate in the bid with the 2026 PMP. The bid results will be reviewed once
received and likely constructed with that project.

Bids were received for this work in AOP for the ADA Access Trail and will
likely be awarded to the apparent low bidder at the April 13* Council
Meeting.

PTRC Work Plan

The Annual Work Plan serves as the primary roadmap for the Parks, Trails, and Recreation Commission
(PTRC), outlining the committee’s focus areas, meeting agendas, and key goals throughout the year. It
helps ensure that the Commission’s efforts are organized, purposeful, and aligned with the community’s
needs and the city’s broader parks and recreation objectives. By establishing clear priorities and action
steps, the Work Plan guides how the Commission advises City Council and engages with the public.



2026 PTRC Subcommittees

Trails Group (Chair: Liz Johnson)

The Trails Group partners with the city and local municipal partners on Arden Hills trail planning. The Trails
Group focuses on long-term trail visioning and future trail improvements, providing input well before projects
enter planning or design. This work is intended to inform projects expected to begin planning three or more
years in the future and does not apply to active or approved projects.

Volunteer Coordination (Chair: Lacy Loosbrook)

The Volunteer Subcommittee supports strengthening volunteer involvement in city programs and events.
Members help identify volunteer needs, suggest recruitment strategies, and recommend ways to recognize
and retain volunteers. The group works to build a positive volunteer experience that supports successful
programs and meaningful community engagement.

Special Event Enrichment

The Special Event Enrichment Subcommittee develops ideas that enhance community events. Members review
event plans, suggest new activities, identify partnerships, and recommend improvements that increase
participation and community connection. The group helps ensure city events remain creative, welcoming, and
responsive to residents across all ages.

2026 PTRC Goals & Priorities

“Love Your Parks” Clean Up Day

Love Your Parks Day would be a community volunteer event focused on caring for city parks. Residents would
be invited to help with litter pickup, light landscaping, and beautification projects, building community pride
while helping keep parks clean, welcoming, and well cared for.

Civic Group Connections

Strengthen relationships with local service organizations such as Lions and Rotary by creating opportunities for
collaboration. The committee will seek ways to connect these groups with city events, volunteer opportunities,
and community initiatives that support residents and strengthen community engagement.

About the Plan

The city recognizes that its parks, trails,
and natural areas are essential places for
community gathering, recreation, and
connection with nature. Although the
2002 Parks, Trails and Open Space Plan
established a vision for the future of the
city’s outdoor recreational system, it is now
24 years old and no longer adequately
reflects the recreational needs of Arden
Hills residents. To better align today's
needs with tomorrow’s aspirations, the
City of Arden Hills decided to undergo the
develop of this new Park System Plan—
an ambitious, community-driven vision
designed to shape the future of the city's
parks, trails, and open spaces.

6 Introduction

Rooted in the values of inclusivity,
sustainability, and shared stewardship,

this plan reflects the voices of Arden Hills’
residents and aims to ensure that every
member of the community can enjoy safe,
welcoming, and vibrant public spaces.

At the heart of this plan is a commitment
to community-wide engagement. Through
surveys, pop-up events, open house events,
public forums, collaborative workshops,
steering committee involvement, and
PTRC and city council engagement,

we've listened closely to the needs and
aspirations of Arden Hills residents.

The Purpose + Process

This plan is meant to provide guidance to
the Public Works Department, the PTRC
(Parks, Trails, and Recreation Committee),
the city council, and the community on
how to make decisions regarding the
management and development of the
park and trail system over the next ten
years.

The planning process began with an
inventory and analysis phase that allowed
the planning team to develop a thorough
understanding of the qualitative and
guantitative condition of the park system’s
existing amenities. To ensure the plan
reflected the needs and desires of the
stakeholders that will fund, use, and
maintain these facilities in the future,

a robust public engagement process
followed, which included in-person pop-up
events, an online community survey, an in-
person open house event, and more.

In-person and online engagement findings
were evaluated and summarized to better
understand the community’s needs and
desires for the park and trail system.

During this needs assessment phase, the
project team used collected park data and
resident feedback to evaluate what would
best meet the needs of the community.
Implementation budgets are included with
the plan’s improvement recommendations.
These will help seamlessly incorporate park
system improvements into the city's CIP
process.

Throughout the planning process, the Park
System Plan steering committee, the PTRC,
city staff, and other stakeholders held
meeting to further inform the plan.

Community Background

Arden Hills is a vibrant suburban
community located in Ramsey County,
just north of the Twin Cities Metropolitan
Area. It is bordered by a number of other
cities, including Shoreview, Mounds View,
New Brighton, and Roseville. Known for its
scenic natural areas, strong educational
institutions, and high quality of life, Arden
Hills blends small-town charm with easy
access to urban amenities.

Arden Hills was originally a part of Mounds
View Township. To prevent annexation

by the neighboring community of New
Brighton, Arden Hills officially became a
city in 1951. Since the city was founded,

parks, trails, and open spaces have always
been central to the community’s character
and sense of wellbeing.

With over 110 acres of city parkland

(not including Tony Schmidt Regional
Park), 16 city parks, and over 50 miles

of existing trails, sidewalks, and on-

road bike infrastructure, Arden Hills has
consistently prioritized access to nature.
The city's natural areas—shaped by glacial
activity—even include seven lakes and the
highest point in Ramsey County, which is
located within the former Twin Cities Army
Ammunition Plant (TCAAP) site.

Demographic Overview

According to data collected from the
2020 Decennial Census, Arden Hills has

a population of about 9,939 people.
Compared to its neighboring communities
of Mounds View, New Brighton, Roseville,
and Shoreview, Arden Hills has a slightly
smaller population; this is due to the
presence of the former TCAAP site (a

large United States Army ammunition
plant that has been closed since 2005) in
the northern third of the city and other
contributing factors (e.g., major bisecting
highways, etc.). According to the city's
2040 Comprehensive Plan, the population
is expected to grow to 13,500 by 2040—an
estimated 26.4% increase.

Arden Hills has a majority white population
at 83.4%. Other populations in the
community include Asian (5.2%), Black or
African American (2.6%), Two or More Races
(4.1%), and Other Races (4.7%).

Arden Hills has a slightly more expensive
cost of living compared to both Ramsey
County and the state of Minnesota,
especially when it comes to median home
value. Arden Hills’ median home value

is $447,474, which is 251% higher than
Ramsey County’'s median home value of
$335,000 and 23.4% higher than the state
of Minnesota’'s median home value of
$342,900. Rent costs are also slightly higher
in Arden Hills; the median contract rent is
$1,679 compared to Minnesota’'s median
rent cost of $1,505.

The median household income in Arden
Hills is around $119,737, which is higher
than the national median household
income of $80,610. With only 5% of
households below the poverty level
(compared to the national poverty level
percentage of 11.1%), Arden Hills can be
described as an affluent community with
low poverty and high income levels.

« Creating a connected trail system
that links neighborhoods, parks, and
regional destinations

« Improving access to open spaces for
passive and active recreation

Plan not only laid the groundwork

for future projects, including the
redevelopment of the TCAAP site, it also
influenced later planning efforts and
updates to the city's comprehensive plan.

Inventory of the System

Arden Hills is full of unique parks with a
variety of park amenities and features.
However, some park assets are reaching
the end of their useful lifecycles and need
to be repaired, replaced, or removed
entirely. To establish a clear understanding
of the city’s park assets and their
conditions, a comprehensive assessment
of the city’s parks, trails, and open spaces
was conducted. Each of the city's public
parks was visited and evaluated in detail.
The assessment included an inventory

of recreational amenities, infrastructure,
natural features, accessibility elements and
more.

In addition, the city’s trail network and
open space corridors were reviewed for
connectivity, accessibility, condition, and
potential expansion opportunities.

All asset information was systematically
documented and integrated into the city’s
Geographic Information System (GIS)
database, providing a centralized, data-
driven foundation for future planning,
Mmaintenance, and investment decisions.
This process helped ensure that the plan
remained grounded in accurate, up-to-
date information that reflected the real

condition of the city's park and trail system.

The Trails

Arden Hills maintains an expansive and
interconnected network of trails—ranging
from traditional paved trails and shared-
use paths to on-road bike infrastructure
and striped shoulders—that provides
everyday infrastructure for recreation

and mobility. Year-round, residents use
the city’'s trails for walking, running, and
bicycling. With more than 50 miles of
existing trail-related infrastructure that
connects to neighborhoods, parks, schools,
lakes, and other regional facilities, the
city’'s trail system provides residents with
both local access and broader regional
connectivity.

Arden Hills’ trails support a four-season
trail culture, allowing residents to traverse
the system at any time in the year. In
warmer months, paved and soft-surface
trails support walking, running, inline
skating, and biking; in colder months, snow
removal practices keep key segments
usable when and where possible. Although
wayfinding amenities are fairly sparse
throughout the city, maps and guides can
be found on the city’'s website. Chatham
Trails/Open Space is also an important
asset to the city's trail system. Although

it is not considered a city park, residents
use this greenway space daily for biking,
walking, and running.

Arden Hills’ trails do more than provide
scenic routes throughout the community—
they shape daily life. As the future unfolds
and the TCAAP development takes off,

the city should prioritize filling key gaps

in the trail network to further improve
connectivity and provide more residents
with opportunities to access its wide
network of parks and trails.

A well-balanced mix of
amenities allows each park in the system to
offer its own distinct experience—whether
focused on nature, athletics, or community
gathering—while minimizing unnecessary
overlap.

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Overview

In addition to a thorough inventory and
analysis process, the planning team
conducted a needs analysis to better
understand who lives in Arden Hills, how
demographics are changing, and what
residents value most in their parks, trails,
and outdoor programming. A needs
analysis not only helps the city make more
informed decisions, prioritize investments,
and improve equity, but also helps the city
builds trust with the community. Because
the needs analysis process provides a
data-driven understanding of what a
community needs (both in the present and
future), a few key insights were revealed
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about Arden Hills' park and trail system,
including:

Over or underutilized facilities
Misaligned investments

Gaps in current amenities

Shifts in age, lifestyle, and culture
that influence recreation preferences

Throughout this section of Chapter 2, a
variety of key findings from NRPA agency
benchmarks, standards, and facility
guidelines, as well as public engagement
efforts, are highlighted and discussed.

NRPA Benchmarks

NRPA Agency Benchmarks

The NRPA collects nationwide data from
park and recreation agencies across the
county every year to help communities
evaluate their services and better support
the diverse needs and interests of

their residents. The 2025 NRPA Agency
Performance Review compiles this
information—drawn from more than 900
agencies—into benchmarks related to park
facilities, programming, staffing, budgets,
and overall funding. The tables on pages
50 and 51 describe how Arden Hills' park
and recreation benchmarks compare to
other communities with populations under
20,000; they also include key takeaways
and notes for the city to consider as they
maintain, develop, and improve the park
and trail system in the future.

Recreation Facility Service
Standards

The 2025 NRPA Agency Performance
Review also provides benchmarks for
indoor and outdoor recreation facility
service levels. These facilities play an
important role in park and trail systems by
supporting community health, fostering
social connection, and offering comfortable
places to gather during extreme weather.
Because no single set of standards can
capture the unique character and needs
of every community, the facility service
guidelines presented on pages 52 through
55 are meant to give Arden Hills a general
understanding of the basic level of access
recommended for indoor and outdoor
recreational spaces.

Key takeaways about access to indoor and
outdoor recreation facilities in Arden Hills
include:

Arden Hills lacks indoor recreation
facilities; although many of these
facilities can be found in adjacent
communities, the city should consider
adding an indoor ice arena and senior
center if future demand warrants
Arden Hills has a diverse mix of
outdoor recreation facilities but is
lacking specialized facilities like
outdoor swimming pools, skate parks,
and splash pads

There is an excess of some outdoor
recreation facilities—namely
playgrounds, half-basketball courts,
and recreational ballfields

There is a deficit of competitive
ballfields and outdoor volleyball
courts in Arden Hills

Because every community’s
park and recreation system
is unique, the NRPA metrics
provided in the following
pages are not intended as
standards to be met.

Instead, they serve as one set

of comparative tools Arden
Hills can use to understand
how their offerings align
with those of similarly-sized
communities.

Public Engagement

Summary

Community engagement played a central
role in shaping the plan, ensuring that the
voices, values, and visions of residents were
reflected throughout the planning process.
Recognizing that parks and open spaces
are vital to community well-being, the

city prioritized inclusive and transparent
outreach to gather meaningful input from
a broad cross-section of stakeholders.

Engagement efforts included two in-

person pop-up events, a public open
house, an online community survey,
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coordination with the city, the steering
committee, and the PTRC, and interactive
workshops, all designed to capture diverse
perspectives on park access, amenities,
programming, and future priorities. This
feedback not only informed the plan’s
goals and strategies but also fostered a
sense of shared ownership and civic pride.
By grounding the plan in community
input, Arden Hills is better positioned to
create and maintain a park system that is
equitable, responsive, and aligned with the
evolving needs of its residents.

The Process

Coordination with the City,
Steering Committee, and PTRC

Throughout the planning process, the
planning team collaborated closely with
city staff, the steering committee, and the
Parks, Trails, and Recreation Committee.
Their insights were invaluable—they shared
in-depth knowledge of individual parks,
identified existing challenges within the
park system, and contributed ideas that
helped shape the overall vision and desired
outcomes of the plan. Regular coordination
included monthly progress meetings

with city staff, four formal meetings with
the steering committee, and two city
council meetings. During these meetings,
the team reviewed existing conditions,
discussed known issues, and explored
opportunities for future improvements. The
city’'s ongoing involvement and thoughtful
feedback played a crucial role in the
successful development of this plan.

The Online Community Survey

The online community survey went live

on June 16th, 2025, and closed about two
months later on August 18th, 2025. The
city spread the word through social media
posts, engagement events, and mailed
letters. They also worked with the planning
team to develop custom yard signs and
trail decals, encouraging park visitors to
provide their feedback and get involved.

In the end, the online community survey
received 875 total responses (indicating

an 8.8% response rate) and nearly 3,000
comment responses to survey questions. A
graphic survey summary can be found on
pages 65 to 68, and the complete survey
results can be found in the appendix of this
document.

In-Person
Engagement Events

Three in-person engagement events were
also facilitated throughout the planning
process, including a pop-up event at Perry
Park during the city’'s Touch-a-Truck event,
a pop-up event at Cummings Park during
the Lion's Community Picnic event, and

a community open house event at Arden
Hills City Hall.

During the Lion’s Community Picnic pop-
up event, the planning team interacted
with 40 to 50 residents, who provided
important feedback on a variety of

topics. Half-page informational handouts
highlighting the project and community
survey, as well as quarter-page prompts for
residents to fill out regarding the park and
trail system were shared with residents.

A voting activity was also conducted,
which allowed participants to choose up
to three themed jars to place fuzzy balls in
to pertaining to their preferences on how
future spending on parks and trails should
be prioritized. Results from that activity are
included below.

Touch-a-Truck Pop-Up Event
May 17th, 2025

During the Touch-a-Truck pop-up event,
the planning team interacted with about
50 residents. Small flyers were shared

with adults to provide a link to the project
website, and boards depicting the park
system planning process and the current
park system were also on display to inform
and inspire conversation. A sticker voting
activity asked participants (of varying age
ranges) to choose up to three different
park amenities they'd like to see added to
the park and trail system. Results from that
voting exercise are included below.

Funding Strategies

Securing funding to support
improvements to Arden Hill's park and
trail system is essential for bringing this
plan to life. To help the city advance
the recommendations outlined in this
document, a range of potential funding
sources and grant programs—each with
its own eligibility criteria for areas such
as trails, natural resource protection,
and recreational amenities—have been
identified.

This plan anticipates the park and trail
improvements will be implemented
gradually as funding becomes available
and as opportunities for public and
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private partnerships emerge. Like many
communities, Arden Hills faces ongoing
challenges in meeting parks and open

space needs, which often exceed the city's

budget and must compete with other
critical infrastructure priorities. Exploring
and pursuing the funding mechanisms,
partners, and resources listed here will be
essential to successful implementation
going forward.

It is right on a high
speed portion of Lexington with there is no safe place to cross (no nearby stop signs,
crosswalks, or visual indicators of pedestrians). The parking lot is also tiny. The playground
could use an update and the shelter has questionable use.

| worry about the safety of children at Freeway Park because of the proximity to the on- and
off-ramps from Snelling. It would be wonderful if the city would build a fence between the park
and the road to protect children and pedestrians and shield the neighborhood from the noise of
that intersection, which will only get worse when the nearby fire station under construction is
occupied and used.

Too difficult to safely travel walking or biking to most parks

There NEEDS to be a connecting sidewalk on Old Highway 10 between Highway 96 and Lake
Valentine Rd. | know that this has been in the works and funding is being discussed, however
this stretch is FREQUENTLY utilized by high schoolers, Bethel students, senior citizens at
Round Lake Senior Living, people in wheelchairs and using walkers, people walking their dogs,
runners, bicyclists, and more. There are cars that are zooming by faster than the speed limit
and crossing over the line. People whip around the turn in the middle of that section
unbeknownst of people on the sides of the road. Living on Old Highway 10, we see this every
day. The numerous amount of people utilizing this section of road and we fear the day
someone gets hurt. If there is any way to speed up this process of getting this sidewalk in
place, it needs to happen soon for the safety of the community.

Some roads | would need to go on to access parks do not have a dedicated sidewalk and
biking on the roads in Arden Hills generally feels very dangerous.

The park at Glenarden Road and Arden Place needs a fence on the north east side. | just
watched trafficstop twice because of a toddler that wandered up and into the on ramp to 51

Often times the trails are disjointed and lack continuity. Many of the trails are nice but could be
greatly improved if better access was provided and maintained

No path from valentine road to 96. Lake Johanna Boulevard is extremely dangerous all along
and especially south of the beach

The cars drive too fast on some roads making it feel less safe for walkers and bikers. There is
not a safe trail on lake Johanna blvd where most people want want to go. It's hard to cross the
road. The trails have bumps and cracks that are t safe for bikes. Bikers and walkers don’t
have separate lanes. Cars are very rude to bikers. The most enjoyable trails are completely
away from car traffic. Anything that can be done to improve connectivity and make it possible
to walk around the lake on a paved safe trail.

There are a couple gigantic hills that are unsafe for anyone on bikes, rollerblades, etc. I've
never encountered such steep hills on a city trail before moving to arden hills in 2012. The
steep inclines are too much.

We cannot access our park in the winter. Our young child cannot utilize the trails because of
the inclines.

Trail crossings on major roads are dangerous. Cars drive way to fast and often don't stop for
pedestrians in the crosswalk

We use Lake Johanna Blvd on a daily basis and it continues to be a dangerous road for our
kids to use to get to the parks. We have been working with the county for years and we were
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making progress before Nicole Frethem left. Now it feels like we are starting over, again.
Please work with the county to create a safe biking/walking trail on Lake Johanna Blvd.

Some parks are, but some parks aren’t. | don’t know it depends on the park, maybe parks
should be more wheelchair accessible

Of course this doesn't apply to all parks, but we live near Snelling and E2. Freeway park is
great, but there’s not really a barrier from the playground to the on ramp/actual freeway. Also,
the walk to Lake Johanna beach/park doesn’t feel safe with no sidewalk and our kids. | love
that it probably used to be a beach community that didn't have much traffic, but it feels like
times have changed and there’s quite a bit of traffic that would warrant a sidewalk. | even feel
a bit nervous driving when there’s people walking and other cars passing.

The parks are rarely connected by sidewalks. This means getting to them requires crossing
the many busy roads through Arden Hills. As a runner and biker | have had many close calls
and | know I’'m not the only one.

Busy roads keep us land locked
Majority of our county roads don't have trails and speed limits are too high

Though Perry Park has a heavily used start to the Tony Schmidt trail system, there isn’t a
sidewalk to get to it from New Brighton Road.

Cars regularly (many times a week) do not stop for the flashing lights and pedestrians at the W
County Road E2 crossing of the path between Chatham Av and New Brighton Rd (the one that
runs from Venus At towards Lake Johanna). This crossing is very dangerous, and | have
personally seen children almost get hit by cars not stopping or seeing them even after the
flashing warning lights turn on as designed. The flashing lights are noticed by 80-90% of
drivers but some drivers just don't notice the flashing lights. It is only a matter of time until
someone is injured or Killed there. | have walked past it twice daily all year round for 8 years.
Cars do not stop for the lights and pedestrians at least a few times a week. That location
needs a real stoplight or a tunnel the road is way too busy and drivers drive way too fast (45-55
mph during rush hours) for the flashing pedestrian lights to be effective. Maybe they were
effective at one, time, but they definitely are not safe enough now. | would happily pay more in
taxes to fix this problem and save children’s lives.

Rough trails in need of repair. Old playground equipment.

Winter makes parks unusable. Need more paths to be connecter
The trails along lake Johanna are not safe.

Lack of lighting, designated trails/sidewalks, bike paths

There should be a walking path from old snelling down to lake Johana on lake Johana blvd.
Neighbors are always walking along the shoulder, which doesn’t feel very safe with kiddos
when cars are whipping around the corner.

Around Lake Johaana there needs to be a better walking/ bike path

Park by me is very accessible but no other parks are close by. We have no trail connections
so we would have to drive.

County road e to johanna beach should have a sidewalk

Our parks are not connected by paths and you often have to walk/run on the shoulder of the
road (Lake Johanna Blvd).

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I live near Hazelnut Park and the lack of sidewalks or large shoulders for foot/bike travel are
dangerous to my family. | would love it if the city would invest in adding sidwalks or increasing
the size of shoulders to make them safe in the Hazelnut and Lake Johanna/Tony Schmidt area

Need more paved trails and access to mountain bike trails

There is no sidewalk along New Brighton Road to access Hazelnut and the other trails in the
area. It is very unsafe to walk along the side of the road.

New Brighton Road is unsafe to travel and access other trails/parks. There is no safe
walking/biking path, the shoulder is very small and doesn't have a curb, and the speed limit is
higher than the city wide 25 mph. On top of that it is the main road to the yard waste side
which people are often dragging trails, truck beds, or trunks full of materials that are not fully
secured. The trees along the road side are also not cut back far enough to walk in the grass on
the side of the road that is flat.

Safety is less a concern though it can be a little scary in Floral at night b/c of lack of lighting or
if walking to/from Cummings on the connecting trail. Accessibility is a problem in two ways -
little to no parking and equipment that isn't designed for ages 1-100 which, in my opinion,
should always be something a park offers. A place for anyone to gather and enjoy.

Safety feels okay though it can be scary in winter with no lighting. Accessibility is a problem
with little to no parking esp at places like Floral. Equipment for kids is not designed for all ages
to enjoy. We need places and structures for teenagers and young adults to play as well as
young kids (design for ages 1-100). We must do better and start being a leader in this space.

Night time activity at the south parking lot are regular and concerting. Multiple live and dead
trees leaning over trails and picnic area are a risk to the park liability, kids and park users.

The trail system to get to Tony Schmidt is frustratingly not there from the neighborhoods.
Pedestrians (especially kid/teens) frequently walk on busy roads making it feel dangerous.
More sidewalks to get to the lake would be incredibly beneficial for all!

We need some way to get to Ingerson Park, and it would be nice to have a path/sidewalk go all
the way to Lake Josephine, even though that is technically Roseville. A lot of us walk around
the lake. We need one from County Rd E and south so our we can walk to Ingerson park (and
hopefully the lake), and can also walk north to the commercial area and the path that goes
north to 96.

We live near lake Johanna on the southeast side and would love to walk or bike to the beach
park but the lack of clearly separate sidewalk along E2 west of the roundabout prevents us
from going over there. Traffic is fast through there and there needs to be a wide shoulder +
sidewalk to ensure pedestrian or biker safety and visibility.

Anderson trail crossing E2 is dangerous....especially for kids walking to Valentine Hills. Would
be better to have a tunnel similar to the Anderson tunnel under the train tracks - much safer
than crossing E2 when cars can sometimes not see walkers (sun glare, distracted, etc), or are
going too fast.

We would greatly appreciate any fencing or other safety measures to help address this
concern.

Restrooms are not handicap accessible. Portpotties or indoor restrooms in EVERY park. Have
wooden Cubes on three sides of portable potties to make them more presentable

More bike stuff would be Amazing!
I would like Arden Hills to add a dedicated special needs accessible park.

There is a huge need for mountain biking in this area of the city there are so many that are 25-
35 min away and our community would benefit greatly by having them near by

Bolton & Menk and Arden Hills staff set up a tent and project boards in the parking lot of Perry Park,
near the playground. The tent was among the many city trucks and food vendors that were part of the
event. This offered the opportunity to speak with many Arden Hills residents about the Parks Master
Plan. A sticker voting activity asked participants to choose up to three different park amenities of the
many shown that they would like to see in the park and trail system. Participants were asked to vote
according to the general age groups of Kids, Teens, Adults, and Seniors. Small flyers were shared with
adults to provide a link to the project website, which will host a community-wide survey. Boards
depicting the park system planning process and the current park system were also on display to inform
and inspire conversation. Smaller, individual project maps were used for discussions and record
feedback when a resident wished to discuss a specific park, but most feedback received was more
general or related to trail connections between parks and other community destinations. Comments
from participants and results of the sticker voting activity are shown below.

Arden Hills 5/17 Pop-Up Comments:

e There is interest in more dog parks.

e There is a desire for a Johanna connection trail, from Tony Schmidt Park to the east side of Lake
Johanna.

e Many would like to use the shelters year-round (like the four-seasons shelters Roseville parks)

e Facilities staff noted the need for more personnel if a splash pad is implemented.

e Resident would like to see the trail on the southwest side of Tony Schmidt Park constructed,
saying, "It's been a dashed line on a map for years, just like on your map."

e There were not many conversations about specific parks, but rather about park amenities in
general and specific gaps in the trail network.

Event Summary:

Bolton & Menk and Arden Hills staff set up a tent, project boards, and various handouts near the main
park building in Cummings Park. The tent was among several other vendors at the event, which gave the
planning team the opportunity to speak with many Arden Hills residents about the Arden Hills Park
System Plan. There were four project boards displayed: a project introduction board, a board focused on
the city’s trail system, a board with information about the park system’s existing conditions, and a voting
board about future improvement priorities. Additionally, there was a half-page information handout
highlighting the project and ongoing community survey, as well as quarter-page prompts/questions for
residents to fill out regarding the park and trail system. A voting activity was conducted, which allowed
participants to choose up to three jars to place fuzzy balls in pertaining to their preferences on how
future spending on parks and trails should be prioritized. Many topics were covered during
conversations with community members, ranging from park-specific issues to park and trail system
concerns. Altogether about 150 people attended the event and the planning team interacted with 40 to
50 residents. Comments from participants and results of the sticker voting activity are shown below.

Bolton & Menk and Arden Hills city staff met at City Hall at 5:30pm to set up an introductory table (for visitors to sign in,
fill out a name badge, and collect sticky dots for voting activities) and several project engagement boards, which
included three boards highlighting the park and trail system’s existing conditions and distribution of amenities, one
board with key community survey takeaways, and three boards with preliminary recommendations for several key park
and trail elements (i.e., park amenities, recreation facilities, playgrounds, water access, connectivity, and operations and
maintenance). Voting activities for the three recommendations boards were conducted, which allowed visitors to
prioritize recommendations as high, medium, or low according to their individual needs. Many topics were covered
during conversations with community members, and many visitors stopped by to provide their feedback. Comments
from participants, results from the sticker voting activities, and photos from the event are included below.

	A. Council Liaison Update
	Council Liaison Rousseau said City Council held a special council work session on January 31 where we talked about immigration enforcement. There is a resources page on the City website. She encouraged Committee Members to share the information with a...
	B. Parks and Recreation Report
	Parks and Recreation Supervisor Skalicky provided the draft of the spring/summer activity guide. She has been working with Staff to update the pricing.
	Parks and Recreation Supervisor Skalicky said the City of Mounds View and the City of Arden Hills is going to hire one coordinator for the Rec on the Go program. Last year there were three coordinators. This year we have implemented more efficient pro...
	Parks and Recreation Supervisor Skalicky shared the flyers that were created for the 75th Anniversary. She said the car show is free and anyone can enter any car. She said the center of the activity guide will have the flyer, and an advertisement for ...
	C. Trails and Parks Projects Update
	Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky provided the memo from Assistant Public Works Director Miller. Generally, the items in bold are new. However, there is nothing new since the last update.
	Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky said she attended the Roseville meeting regarding the Hamline Trail. It is a project that is happening this summer.
	5. UNFINISHED BUSINESS
	A. 2026 PTRC Work Plan Discussion
	Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky thought the group can discuss which subcommittees should continue to be on the list, if any should be removed and if any should be added.
	Chair Julius said in looking at the draft annual work plan, the core elements will happen. Any projects added are optional. If we sign up for a project, it will be included under the committees. A project should not exist unless there is a committee m...
	Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky suggested the language for the trails group is “The trails group partners with the City and local municipal partners on Arden Hills trail planning. The trails group focuses on long term trail visioning and future ...
	Chair Julius asked how PTRC can be proactive so intentional discussion happens in advance and not as a reaction.
	Council Liaison Rousseau said Council has had some communication around this. There are differing thoughts. She would love to bond for all of the trails but she knows that would harm a lot of people in our community. They are trying to find a balance....
	Chair Julius said she thinks a touch-base with Council would make this more tangible.
	Council Liaison Rousseau said it would be good for PTRC to hear what the other four Councilmembers’ perspectives are. They may feel different about bonding.
	Committee Member Johnson appreciates the language for the work plan. That allows the group to have an idea of how they can be productive. We don’t want to propose things that just aren’t possible. We want to focus on, and have input on, what is possib...
	Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky thinks it’s a good idea to present at a work session. It makes it more solid. In addition to that, she still suggests the group meet a few times a year to make sure the PTRC voices are heard.
	Committee Member Johnson said it’s about education and connecting dots so everyone is on the same page.
	Council Liaison Rousseau said PTRC members can come to a work session with Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky and share the different plans they have. Then the trails group could talk for a few minutes about what they are working on.
	Committee Member Johnson asked if language outlining that process should be included as a part of the PTRC Work Plan.
	Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky confirmed she would add that into the plan. She said Chair Julius suggested another goal for this year could be a “Love Your Parks” Day.
	Chair Julius said she sent a draft of potential language. She thinks the specificity of the language in the work plan will be important. She was hoping to discuss that and approve the goal be added to the work plan. This would be an event to clean up ...
	Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky said the draft language reads “Coordinate a single day in the beginning of the summer for a City-wide volunteer-led park clean up day at all Arden Hills park locations. We would invite community members to show up...
	Committee Member Hilding remembers discussion about Earth Day but couldn’t remember if we should tie into or avoid Earth Day.
	Chair Julius recalls the discussion being that Earth Day happens so early in the year. The parks may still be covered in ice and snow or they could be really muddy. Is it better to do it at the beginning of the summer or towards the end after the park...
	Committee Member Deitz said we wouldn’t want a lot of foot traffic in the park until the grass is dry.
	Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky said we don’t have to have a specific date on the work plan. She will add the language to the plan.
	Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky said the subcommittee for volunteer coordination with the Lions Club and Rotary is led by Committee Member Johnson. The draft language is “Partner and prioritize building relationships with Lions Club and Rotary b...
	Committee Member Johnson said she attended both groups’ meetings earlier today. Both entities are clubs that do volunteer projects for the community and help raise awareness on projects that could help our communities. Each of the groups requested a l...
	Chair Julius said part of this should include expressing appreciation to both groups. It could be as simple as a thank you card signed by PTRC members.
	Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky asked if there were any other items that members wanted added to the annual work plan. Hearing none she said she will take the discussion from this meeting and incorporate it into the final work plan. She will pre...
	Chair Julius said the calendar will help us know what we need to look at in upcoming months.
	Committee Member Loosbrock noted that the Flashlight Pumpkin Hunt is on the calendar and she thought the spring Egg Hunt should be added.
	B. PTRC Charter Discussion
	Chair Julius said the current PTRC Charter allows up to 12 members and 2 youth members. We know surrounding cities don’t have such a large number for similar committees.
	Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky said she can’t find a document establishing the PTRC. The oldest minutes she found were from 1968. Council Liaison Rousseau provided a document that looked like a charter from 2013 but it turned out that it was pa...
	Council Liaison Rousseau said the living document for PTRC will be the annual work plan and the code of conduct.
	Discussion ensued about if the Code of Conduct was something that was revisited annually. Committee members sign it when they are appointed to the PTRC. However further discussion ensued that there may need to be some revisions.
	Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky said the work plan is meant to be just for this year. She thought the mission/vision document may be a separate item.
	Council Liaison Rousseau said the EDC has a charter that is outside of the City Ordinance. They went through the process when the group was reestablished a couple of years ago. They talked through what they would focus on and what that looks like.
	Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky said there may be opportunity to discuss that further at a later date. Today’s discussion is about the size of our group.
	Council Liaison Rousseau said we have fewer working groups this year.
	Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky said the work groups still exist but if there is no activity, they will be left off of the agenda. She would like to know everyone’s thoughts on the number of PTRC members needed.
	Discussion ensued on the calendar. It is still a draft and subject to change before the final version at the March meeting. Further discussion ensued that the process could be started earlier in future years so the calendar can be finalized by January.
	Chair Julius said during the last discussion regarding membership everyone agreed it is optimal to have an odd number since quorum is 50%. We increase our burden to reach a quorum with an even number of members. There isn’t any benefit in being too sm...
	Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky said we could lower the youth slots to just one, then the non-youth members would make it an odd number.
	Committee Member Deitz said we currently have 7 members and 1 youth member serving on the committee. Two committee members terms will end this year. He said this is pretty consistent to what he has seen during his time here. He thinks 7 is a good amou...
	Committee Member Johnson thinks 7 is a good number.
	Chair Julius thinks 7 regular members and 2 youth members or 8 members and 1 youth.
	Committee Member Deitz likes having slots for 2 youth.
	Chair Julius said she is hearing consensus that 7 members and 2 youth members will keep us at an odd number. She asked if anyone had any other thoughts.
	Committee Member Hilding said if we find someone who is really passionate and wants to join is that an option? Is this a formal change?
	Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky said she is proposing that we formally change the number. That would involve bringing it to Council and change the ordinance.
	Council Liaison Rousseau said her understanding is that we have one youth committee position and we can bring in one other member that would meet the criteria, as a youth member but they aren’t in the youth committee position. They would be a regular ...
	Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky confirmed. The youth committee member has a wider parameter than a regular member. A youth committee member doesn’t have to reside in Arden Hills. They have to attend school in the Arden Hills School District.
	Chair Julius said we should make it clear. We should identify what the youth member is and everybody else is a committee member.
	Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky said if there were no members of the PTRC and six Mounds View high school students who also live in Arden Hills wanted to join, they can. There is no limit. Youth committee members are only appointed for one year ...
	Committee Member Hilding said in January we said we can go up to 12 but we can just operate lower. If we are going to do a comprehensive rewrite we should simplify it. He thinks there should be a cap of two high school students, regardless of where th...
	Discussion ensued that technically there could be all youth members. Someone would not be told no just because they are 16 years old. Further discussion ensued that it can state that at no time can there be more than two members that meet the criteria...
	Council Liaison Rousseau said she advocated for additional youth seats on a couple of our committees and it is the opinion of at least one other council member that there should not be 3 or 4 on any committee.
	Committee Member Hilding felt the last discussion was informal and we were saying maybe we should just have fewer people. Now we’re amending an ordinance.
	Parks and Recreation Manager Skalicky said she is obligated to interview each qualified person who applies. If she chooses not to appoint someone she has to answer why. She isn’t comfortable saying that even though we can have 12, as a group we decide...
	Chair Julius said even with the current size it can be challenging to get through the agenda. The goal is PTRC members are engaged residents who are passionate and want to exchange dialogue. She thinks the smaller size makes sense. Right now we are si...
	MOTION: Committee Member Johnson moved and Committee Member Deitz seconded a motion to recommend Council change the ordinance to amend the member size from 12 members and 2 youth members down to 7 members and 2 youth members.  The motion carried unani...
	6. REPORTS FROM COMMITTEES
